Through Baptism and Confirmation, all Christians are called
to share in the mission of Jesus — to make known that God’s
love is for everyone.
We are free to decide how/if we follow God’s call.
There are different missions or vocations, including
becoming a priest or the calling to
There are many types of religious orders.
A person entering religious life makes vows. The three most
common vows are: Poverty, Chastity and Obedience.
Priests make promises of celibacy and obedience.
Saint John Mary Vianney is the patron saint of priests.

At the Sacrament of Holy Orders or Ordination:
The ordinand lies prostrate during the Litany of Saints.
The Bishop lays his hands on the head of the ordinand and
prays the prayer of consecration (asking God to bless the
ordinand and make him a faithful witness).
The new priest receives his stole and chasuble.
The new priest’s hands are anointed with the Oil of Chrism
to make them holy — marked out for God’s
The new priest receives a paten and host.
He receives the Sign of Peace and is now a priest.
Saint Francis of Assisi started a religious order.
The Franciscans promise to be poor like Jesus
and share everything.
